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Walter Shortage
Contingency Response

Ordinance 1221 | Adopted June 1, 2021

The Brea City Council activated Level 1 of the Water
Shortage Contingency Plan.

PERMANENT CHANGES:

* Outdoor watering is prohibited between 10:00 a.m. and
4:00 p.m. and is limited to 10 minutes per station.

¢ Excessive water flow or runoff is prohibited.
* No watering during or 48 hours affer a rain event.

¢ Washing down hard or paved surfaces is prohibited, with
certain exceptions.

* Re-circulating water is required for water fountains and
decorative water features.

* Drinking water is served only upon request at eating or
drinking establishments.

¢ Vehicle washing for residents may only occur with the use
of a bucket or a hose with a nozzle that automatically
shuts off when the handle is released.

* Watering ornamental turf on public street medians is
prohibited.

¢ Water leaks must be fixed within 72 hours.

TEMPORARY CHANGES:

In addition to the new permanent requirements, Level 1 calls
for a water reduction of up to 10%. Specifically:

* May to September, outdoor watering is limited to four
days per week (Monday, Wednesday, Friday & Sunday).

* October to April, outdoor watering is limited to two days
per week (Monday & Friday).

Superintendent by calling 714-990-7691.
